*  Asking your vet is great first step!
*  Read the label and apply as directed.   

When in doubt CALL THE vet or the manufacturer

*  match product weight range to your 
pet’s weight

*  Do NOT use on kittens or puppies that 
are too young, check the label!

What can I do, where do I start? 

Katie also learned about other ways to 
prevent and control fleas:

Vacuum 
regularly

Wash pet 
bedding in 
hot water

USE FLEA 
COMBS
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After treating your pets:

*  separate pets to keep them 
from licking or biting one 
another

*  Monitor your pets for 
symptoms

*  If your pet has a 
reaction, immediately 
bathe IT with mild soap, 
rinse with a lot of water, 
and call your vet
